Option 1. Create a poster or presentation: Chart Brent’s Allies/Mentors
For this option, you must create either a poster or a Power Point presentation on ONE of the topics outlined below. For all of these topics, the following should be included:

· Images and Pictures: the presentation or poster should have at least 3 images/pictures per “section.” In most cases, you will have about 4 sections so plan on having 12 images. You may use free images you find on the internet but please provide a list of sources of where you got your images. 

· In addition to the three pictures/section you should incorporate 4 creative designs such as flap, pop-out, movable parts, interesting fonts and colors, and envelopes or for the presentation, visual or audible details. (I’ll show you examples).

· Words and Ideas: Each topic asks you to collect information from the novel. Present this information on your poster/presentation. Additionally, find 2 quotes from the text that best represents that section (total 8 quotes).

· Chart Brent’s allies/mentors: Brent meets many characters along his journey. Find and present at least 4 people that have impacted Brent’s life. 
To help you, here is a suggested format:
·  List or write biographical information about each character.
· Summarize their part of story
·  Then list/describe their effect on Brent and his journey. 
· Take-home message: In a sentence or two, tell your audience what common links your found or what you feel your audience should take away from your analysis of the characters.
Option 1. Create a poster or presentation: Character Analysis
For this option, you must create either a poster or a Power Point presentation on ONE of the topics outlined below. For all of these topics, the following should be included:

· Images and Pictures: the presentation or poster should have at least 3 images/pictures per “section.” In most cases, you will have about 4 sections so plan on having 12 images. You may use free images you find on the internet but please provide a list of sources of where you got your images. 

· In addition to the three pictures/section you should incorporate 4 creative designs such as flap, pop-out, movable parts, interesting fonts and colors, and envelopes or for the presentation, visual or audible details. (I’ll show you examples).

· Words and Ideas: Each topic asks you to collect information from the novel. Present this information on your poster/presentation. Additionally, find 2 quotes from the text that best represents that section (total 8 quotes).

· Character Analysis: Create a timeline or chart about Brent’s character from the beginning to the end of the story. Cite at least 4 MAJOR moments of change for Brent’s character. 

To assist you, here is a recommended format:

· In your own words, summarize the moment. 

· Describe Brent’s emotions and actions before, during, and after the moment. 

· Additionally, pick two quotations that represent the moment. They do not have to be direct dialogue; they can be narration as well.

· Final words: In a sentence or two, link all of the moments together. Write a “take-home” message that brings your project together.

Option 1. Create a poster or presentation: Motif Analysis
For this option, you must create either a poster or a Power Point presentation on ONE of the topics outlined below. For all of these topics, the following should be included:

· Images and Pictures: the presentation or poster should have at least 3 images/pictures per “section.” In most cases, you will have about 4 sections so plan on having 12 images. You may use free images you find on the internet but please provide a list of sources of where you got your images. 

· In addition to the three pictures/section you should incorporate 4 creative designs such as flap, pop-out, movable parts, interesting fonts and colors, and envelopes or for the presentation, visual or audible details. (I’ll show you examples).

· Words and Ideas: Each topic asks you to collect information from the novel. Present this information on your poster/presentation. Additionally, find 2 quotes from the text that best represents that section (total 8 quotes).

· Motif Analysis: Trace the motif of music throughout the novel in a presentation or poster. Identify at least 4 musical references. Describe these references and how they affect the characters in the story. 

To assist you, here is a recommended format:

· In your presentation, identify at least 4 examples of music found in the text. Insert a quotation in this part of the presentation.
· Briefly describe this type of music.
· Where in plot line does this music take place? In your opinion, why do you think this music is included? Insert a quotation from the text that supports this.
· Final words: Think of a way of linking these musical references together. In a short paragraph (3-5 sentences), write what you want your audience to know about the motif of music now that you have taken a closer look at in presence in the novel.  

· Find 2-4 samples of the music you chose and include it in your project or as part of your final presentation. We will find a way for you to play this in class. For this option, you must see Ms. Hamel to approve the music and for assistance to play in class. (approval needed by April 15/16.

Option 2. Write a Paper : Journeys
For this option, you must write a 2-4 page paper on ONE of the topics outlined below. For all of these topics, the following should be included:

· Your essay should have a proper introduction, middle, and conclusion.

· 2-4 pages in length with standard formatting a.k.a Mrs. Hunnicutt’s paper guidelines must be followed. (double spaced, header)

· If you use outside sources, they must be listed in a works cited page.
To assist you, here is a recommended format:

· JOURNEYS: Compare and contrast the different “journeys” in the novel. You must pick at least 3 journeys to discuss. 

· Start by brainstorming different journeys in the novel. Then pick three  to write about(you can combine a couple of little ones if they are similar).

· Your paper should start with an introduction and have a thesis statement/goal statement. Introduce your reader to the novel and to the different journeys you picked to discuss.

· Additionally, your paper should describe each journey and use examples from the text that illustrate the main idea of that journey. 

· Then in a paragraph or two, compare and contrast the journeys.

· Conclusion: Restate the primary journeys you’ve discussed and highlight the main points. Then, briefly tell your reader the effect of these journeys on the overall novel. Do they all connect someway? Are they all about one theme or idea?

Option 2. Write a Paper : NEW CHAPTER
For this option, you must write a 2-4 page paper on ONE of the topics outlined below. For all of these topics, the following should be included:

· Your essay should have a proper introduction, middle, and conclusion.

· 2-4 pages in length with standard formatting a.k.a Mrs. Hunnicutt’s paper guidelines must be followed. (double spaced, header)

· If you use outside sources, they must be listed in a works cited page.
· WRITE A NEW CHAPTER:  For this topic, write a creative narrative using the style of the “alternate” or vignette chapters. Imagine Brent has planted a new whirligig. Write a story that shows its effect on “another person”- who can be you, a fictional character that you invent, or someone you know. Make sure to include a specific setting, theme, and whirligig design.

To assist you, here is a recommended format:

Prewriting:

· Use a graphic organizer to set up your plot structure

· Decide beforehand what the whirligig looks like and its location

· Your essay should show that you understand the construction of the chapters and the theme of “not fitting in.”  So jot down ideas before you draft,

· It might help to re-read one of the chapters again.

· You should consider including the following when writing:

· Themes

· Motifs

· Allusions

· Symbols

Writing:

· Your essay should have a beginning, middle, and end. Essentially, this “chapter” is a short story. 

· You need to include a whirligig. 

· It must be in 1st person

Option 3. Build Your Own Whirligig!
For this option, you must design a whirligig and using materials available to you, create a whirligig about yourself. Your whirligig should represent what you consider most important in your life, designed in a way that you would want to be immortalized in wind-propelled eternity! NOTE: this choice has a very small writing assignment that explains your whirligig.

For this option, the following should be included:

· One whirligig made with any materials you have available to you. You do not have to use wood like Brent does in the novel.

· The whirligig must have movable parts.

· The whirligig must be fully decorated. At least 4 decorations should be chosen specifically to represent YOU. Additionally, the whirligig can and should have other decorations to make it visually appealing.

· In addition to this creative project, you will need to write a 1-1.5 page Artist’s Memo that answers the following questions in the following format:

· Paragraph 1: What artistic choices did you make in your design? What colors, shapes, images, and decorations did you choose and why?

· Paragraph 2: What was your inspiration for its design?

· Paragraph 3: How does it compare/relate to the whirligigs in Whirligig.  Choose one whirligig from the text to briefly compare it to. In complete sentences/paragraphs write:

· Paragraph  4:  Where would you like your whirligig to be planted? Why? What effect do you hope it will have on the people who will see it?
