1. As Cole lay near death at Rosey’s, Garvey tells him he’s sorry he got him into this.  Cole says it was his fault.  A. What does this say about Cole’s attitude?  B.  Has Cole changed for good?  C. Why or why not?

2. Cole wants something to take away the monsters in his dream and in his life.  Rosey tells him only he can do that.  How can he do this?

3. Cole says he’s done being mad, but Edwin tells him, “Anger is a memory never forgotten.  You only tame it.”  Do you agree with this?

4. Cole’s dad was abused as a child.  He is abusive to Cole.  How do you feel toward Cole’s dad now that you understand him better?

5. Edwin says people change in two ways – with slow persistent pressure or by a significant happening.  Do you agree with his analysis of change?  Which way do you think works better and why?

6. What is the difference between changing overnight and changing direction? Which is more likely?  Do you know someone who has changed his/her life dramatically?

7. What is the tone of the book so far?  Cite examples to support your answer.  Remember that tone is the author’s choice of words to create the mood.  What is the authors attitude (tone)?  Words one might use for tone are: happy, sad, suspenseful….etc.
