GRAMATIVA

Each team will be creating a GRAMATIVA segment to introduce and review one of the grammar points below.  Remember the segments that each GRAMATIVA.

1. Begin with a catchy opening to grab the attention of the audience.

2. Introduce the basic grammar point as simply as possible.

3. Give some examples in a way that will help students remember how to apply the grammar point.

4. Be sure to include any exceptions to the rule or problems students may encounter as they apply the rules.

5. Give your audience some practice sentences with the grammar point so they (and you) know if your GRAMATIVA segment was helpful and informative.

Before leaving the room today, the team recorder will need to write down the following information on a blank sheet of notebook paper and leave it in the team basket:

1. Name of the team

2. Who in the team will be responsible for the opening/introduction portion of your GRAMATIVA segment?

3. Who in the team will be responsible for the introduction of the grammar point portion of your segment?

4. Who in the team will be responsible for the portion of the segment that deals with any exceptions?

5. Who in the team will be responsible for the practice sentences & responses?

6. Who is responsible for the graphics and/or animation in your segment?

7. Who is responsible for any music or audio that will be included in your segment?  

8. Who is going to be sure that your segment is edited so that it flows smoothly and seamlessly?

	Format/Quality
	Didn’t follow instructions; was sloppy or very disorganized

	Accuracy


	Too many errors; weak sentence structure; verb problems; adjective/noun agreement problems
	Frequent errors; some incomplete or weak sentences; frequent verb problems; several adjective/noun agreement problems 
	Some errors; most of the sentences were complete and well written; most of the verbs were conjugated correctly; few noun/adjective problems
	Very few errors of any kind in the written portion of the task; minor errors occurred that didn’t interfere with the message

	Demonstrated learning & understanding of the material


	There are large gaps in understanding and mastery of the material; the meaning that is trying to be shared is not comprehensible
	Shows some evidence of understanding parts of the concept(s) assigned; the meaning is not always conveyed clearly; there is some mastery of parts of the material
	Concepts were applied and demonstrated correctly most of the time; the message is clear; the student has obviously mastered the material
	The concepts were expressed very effectively so that all could understand; the meaning is very clear; demonstrates complete mastery of the material 

	Creativity


	There was no visible effort at creativity; the minimum expectations were not met
	There is a limited amount of originality demonstrated; some of the expectations were met.
	Shows some originality but lacks the pizzazz to inspire or motivate the audience; all of the expectations are met
	Highly original & creative; designed, edited, & put together well; exceeds expectations.
