FDR “Fireside Chat” Planning Guide



· Directions: You will use this planning guide to create your  New Deal “Fireside Chat”. 
You MUST complete each step of this guide before you can record your vodcast.
Step 1: Choose a Topic
Based on the information you have about the New Deal programs, choose the topic you find most interesting and would like to create a “chat” about.

· Step 2: Research Topic
Before you can write your script, you need to research your topic. What are the major points of your topic? Imagine that you are President Roosevelt and you are delivering this “fireside chat” to your fellow Americans. What critical information do you have to include? What should every American know about your specific program?.Jot down notes and ideas here:

1. What topic did you choose?

2. What are the major points of your topic?

3. Why was this an important program? 

Step 3: Write Script
Now that you have researched your topic, you  need to write a script  to use as you record your “chat”. Make sure you include all of the requested information.

· Step 4: Add Images
· Since we are creating a “vodcast”, we will add images to our chat. You MUST have at least 1 image and NO MORE than 4.  These images should represent your topic. You can include images of FDR and/or images that represent New Deal programs. 

· 1. Create a folder for saving your images. 
Open your Finder (double-click HD)>click on my classes> I Made These>Social Studies.  In this window, go to File>New Folder>Name the folder NEW_DEAL_PICS. This is where you should save all of the pictures you download.

· 2. Search for Images
· As you search for images, you will want to keep a few  things in mind. 

· 1. You are assuming the identity of FDR, so a picture of him would be appropriate.

· 2. Other images you choose should represent your New Deal topic (ex. If I chose “farm 

·     assistance programs” I could have a picture of a farm). 

· 3. Remember to follow copyright guidelines! You must cite the source for all of your 

·     images.

· 2. When you find an image you would like to include, write the URL below.

· 3. After you copy the URL, click and drag the image to your desktop (after it copies to your computer you can navigate to your SS folder to save it).
