Response to Intervention is the practice of providing high quality instruction and interventions matched to students’ needs, monitoring progress to make decisions about changes in instruction or goals, and applying child response data to important educational decisions. The emphasis of this course is the understanding of the RTI procedures and the various applications of RTI within schools and individual classrooms.
